By the waving of palms and the cries of 
‘Hosanna,’ the world welcomed its King. But 
even as the crowd shouted out joy, the 
shadow of the Cross stretched long and 
silent across the road to Jerusalem. On this 
day, Christ rode not on a war horse, but on 
a donkey—the beast of burden—
foreshadowing the burden He would soon 

carry: the sins of the world. 

Palm Sunday is not merely a remembrance 
of a festive procession. It is the Church’s 
quiet reminder that glory and suffering 
often walk hand in hand. The same crowd 
that welcomed Him would, within days, 
demand His death. This is the drama of Holy 
Week—God’s love meeting the fickleness of 

the human heart. 

But the Cross is not the end—it is the door. 
From the wood of the Cross blooms the tree 
of life. 

So let us wave our palms not only in 
celebration but in commitment. Let them 
be a sign that we are willing to follow 
Christ—not just to Jerusalem, but all the 
way to Calvary. For only then can we rise 
with Him in glory. 

We have the full schedule of Holy Week 
services here at St Joseph’s. On Maundy 
Thursday we will have the evening Mass at 
8pm where we will commemorate the Last 
Supper and have the washing of the feet. On 
Good Friday at 3pm we have the Solemn 
Liturgy of the Lord’s Passion. We will listen 
to the Passion and the venerate the Cross. 
Then on the Easter Vigil we gather at 8pm 
to celebrate the triumph of light over 
darkness. We will light the Easter fire and 
proclaim the light of Christ’s Resurrection 
into the darkness of the night. Our 
celebration continues with the Easter Day 

Masses.
